Regular Agenda 
Agenda Item 1.  Sgt. Matt Barrall with the Sarpy County Sheriff’s Department reviewed the monthly service report. He reported that the grace period is over at the new four way stop at 132nd and Platteview Road, so future violators will be ticketed.  He noted that the added flashing lights are helping.  Herzog requested that the lights flash 24/7 not just at night.  He also expressed concern about the intersection during icy conditions.  Sgt. Barrall said the department is continuing to work on changes to overnight street parking citations.  Herzog inquired if the county had made any progress on restrictions for ATV/UTV usage.  Sgt. Barrall said that Lt. Svoboda is still working with the county attorney on UTV regulations.
Agenda Item 2.  Bonnie Baughman was unable to attend the meeting.  No action was taken.
Agenda Item 3. Council Member Murtha introduced Resolution 2022-33 and moved its adoption.  Council Member Craney seconded the foregoing motion and on roll call on the passage and adoption of said resolution, the following voted YEA: Neitzel, Herzog, Murtha, Craney. The following voted NAY: None. Whereupon the Mayor declared said motion carried and said resolution passed and adopted.  A true, correct and complete copy of said resolution is as follows:  
RESOLUTION 

2022-33
BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Springfield, Nebraska, as follows:

WHEREAS, the City of Springfield and the County of Sarpy wish to enter into an Interlocal Agreement for the providing of police services within the City of Springfield’s jurisdiction, and

WHEREAS, the City of Springfield, Sarpy County, Nebraska, is a City of the Second Class as defined by Neb. Rev. Stat. §17-101 (Reissue 2012); and
WHEREAS, the City of Springfield is authorized under Neb. Rev. Stat. §17-124 (Reissue 2012) to establish a night watch and police, and to define the duties and powers of the same; and
WHEREAS, police officers of a city of the second class have the power to arrest all offenders against the laws of the State or of the City, by day or by night, in the same manner as the Sheriff, pursuant to Neb. Rev. Stat. § 17-118; and

WHEREAS, City’s jurisdiction for enforcement of its ordinances is within its corporate limits and, as permitted by law, within its extraterritorial zoning jurisdiction under Neb. Rev. Stat. § 17-1001 and Neb. Rev. Stat. § 17-114; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to Neb. Rev. Stat. §19-3801 (Reissue 2012), “Any city of the first or second class… may, under the provisions of the Interlocal Cooperation Act, enter into a contract with the County Board of its County for police services to be provided by the County Sheriff;…Whenever any such contract has been entered into, the Sheriff shall, in addition to his other powers and duties, have all the powers and duties of peace officers within and for the city or village so contracting;” and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Interlocal Cooperation Act, Neb. Rev. Stat. §13-801, et seq. (Reissue 2012), the parties wish to permit local government units to make the most efficient use of their powers by enabling them to cooperate with other localities on a basis of mutual advantage and thereby to provide services and facilities in a manner and pursuant to forms of governmental organization that will accord best with geographic, economic, population, and other factors in influencing the needs and development of local communities.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Governing Body of the City of Springfield, Nebraska, by a majority vote resolved that:

1.
The City of Springfield shall enter into an Interlocal Agreement with the County of Sarpy for the purpose of delineating responsibilities and rights in conjunction with police services within the City of Springfield’s jurisdiction; and

2.
The Mayor of Springfield shall have the authority to sign said Interlocal Agreement in the form of attached Exhibit “A” which is incorporated by reference; and

3.
This agreement shall be in full force and effect from September 1, 2022, through August 31, 2023, unless otherwise terminated as provided in the agreement.  It shall be annually renewed from September 1, 2023, through August 31, 2026.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA, AMENDING SPRINGFIELD MUNICIPAL CODE CHAPTER 6 POLICE REGULATIONS, ARTICLE 1 ANIMALS, SECTION 6-114 ANIMALS; MAXIMUM NUMBER ALLOWED; TO HARMONIZE WITH STATE LAW; TO REPEAL CONFLICTING ORDINANCES AND SECTIONS; AND TO PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE
and moved that the statutory rule requiring reading on three different days be suspended.  Council Member Craney seconded the motion to suspend the rules and upon roll call vote on the motion the following Council Members voted AYE: Neitzel, Herzog, Murtha Craney.  The following voted NAY: None.  The following were ABSENT: None. The motion to suspend the rules was adopted by three-fourths of the Council and the statutory rule was declared suspended for consideration of said ordinance.  Said ordinance was then read by title and thereafter Council Member Murtha moved for final passage of the ordinance, which motion was seconded by Council Member Herzog.  The Mayor then stated the question “Shall Ordinance No. 1105 be passed and adopted?”  Upon roll call vote, the following Council Members voted AYE: Herzog, Murtha, Craney. AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, NEBRASKA, AMENDING SPRINGFIELD MUNICIPAL CODE CHAPTER 6 POLICE REGULATIONS, ARTICLE 1 ANIMALS, SECTION 6-114 ANIMALS; MAXIMUM NUMBER ALLOWED; TO HARMONIZE WITH STATE LAW; TO REPEAL CONFLICTING ORDINANCES AND SECTIONS; AND TO PROVIDE AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SPRINGFIELD, SARPY COUNTY, NEBRASKA

Section 1.  Chapter 6, Article 1, Section 6-114 of the Springfield Municipal Code is amended to read as follows:
§6-114 ANIMALS; MAXIMUM NUMBER ALLOWED.
   

It shall be unlawful for any person to own, keep or harbor at any time more than three (3) adult dogs or three (3) adult cats per residential or dwelling unit in the City. The total number of adult dogs or adult cats per residential dwelling unit in the City shall not exceed four (4) adult animals. For the purpose of this section, an adult dog or cat is a dog or cat that is more than four (4) months old. Provisions of this section shall not apply to catteries, kennels, and pet stores which have been licensed pursuant to City and State regulations. (Ord. No. 642, 6/1/04)
Section 2.  The previous Section 6-114 of the Municipal Code of the City of Springfield as enacted in City of Springfield Ordinance No.   is hereby repealed, and the foregoing Section 1 if thus Ordinance shall be codified in the City of Springfield Municipal Code as Section 6-114.

Section 3.  This Ordinance shall be in full force ant take effect after its passage, approval, and publication as provided by law.
