A regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the City of Springfield, Nebraska was held at 7:00 o’clock p.m. on Tuesday, November 15, 2022, at City Hall. Present were Mayor Bob Roseland; Council Members: Mike Neitzel, Michael Herzog, Kacie Murtha, Dan Craney. Notice of this meeting was given in advance by posting in three public places, one of the designated methods of giving notice. Notice of this meeting was given in advance to the Mayor and all Council Members and a copy of their receipt of notice is attached to these Minutes. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this meeting. All proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the public. The Mayor publicly stated to all in attendance that a current copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was available for review and indicated the location of such copy posted in the room where the meeting was being held.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Springfield, Nebraska as follows:

WHEREAS, the City of Springfield, Nebraska, a Municipal Corporation, (hereinafter “City”), and the County of Sarpy, State of Nebraska, (hereinafter “County”), wish to enter into an Interlocal Cooperation Agreement for Building Plan Review and Inspection Services; and

WHEREAS, the City and County desire to make more efficient use of their powers to provide services by cooperating to the mutual advantage of both; and

WHEREAS, the County will allow the staff of the Sarpy County Planning and Building Department to be available for projects in Springfield’s jurisdiction on an approved, as needed basis; and

WHEREAS, the County will provide plan review and building inspection services for all phases of construction during the building of structures involving issued permits; and

WHEREAS, the City will adopt a fee schedule for permits which are at least equal to or higher than the County’s current permit fee schedule, including any increases set by the County; and


WHEREAS, the City will pay the County for time spent completing a construction plan review and the scheduling, performing and documenting of each inspection for every issued building permit based on the rates identified in the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Governing Body of the City of Springfield, Nebraska that the Mayor is authorized to enter into the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement for Building Plan Review and Inspection Services attached hereto as Exhibit “A”.

Signing of the Year-End Certification of City Street Superintendent 2022

BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Springfield, Nebraska, as follows:


WHEREAS, State of Nebraska Statutes, sections 39-2302, and 39-2511 through 39-2515 details the requirements that must be met in order for a municipality to qualify for an annual Incentive Payment; and


WHEREAS, the State of Nebraska Department of Transportation (NDOT) requires that each incorporated municipality must annually certify (by December 31st of each year) the appointment of the City Street Superintendent(s) to the NDOT using the Year-End Certification of City Street Superintendent form; and


WHEREAS, the NDOT requires that each certification shall also include a copy of the documentation of the city street superintendent’s appointment, i.e., meeting minutes; showing the appoint of the City Street Superintendent by their name as it appears on their License (if applicable), their License Number (if applicable), and Class of License (if applicable), and type of appointment, i.e., employed, contract (consultant, or interlocal agreement with another incorporated municipality and/or county), and the beginning date of the appointment; and


WHEREAS, the NDOT also requires that such Year-End Certification of City Street Superintendent form shall be signed by the Mayor or Village Board Chairperson and shall include a copy a resolution of the governing body authorizing the signing of the Year-End Certification of City Street Superintendent form by the Mayor or Village Board Chairperson.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by that the Mayor of the City of Springfield is hereby authorized to sign the attached Year-End Certification of City Street Superintendent completed form(s).

Agenda Item 5.  Kathleen Gottsch, City Administrator, and Andie Ledenbach, Utility Billing Clerk, reviewed document management and utility billing software options.  Gottsch requested additional time for staff to research software options.  Motion by Neitzel, seconded by Herzog, to table agenda item 5, regarding bids for the implementation of (1) document management software from Eakes and (2) FrontDesk Software from GWorks until the December 6, 2022, Council meeting.  AYES: Neitzel, Herzog, Murtha, Craney.  NAYS: None.  Motion carried.

Agenda Item 6.  Kelly Shemek, City Clerk in Training, reviewed bids she obtained for new speed radar signs.  She outlined special features, optional items, costs, etc.  Council discussed placement of the new sign on east Main Street as westbound traffic is driving by the new elementary school into town.  Motion by Murtha, seconded by Craney, to approve the bid from Radarsign in the amount of $4,119 for the purchase of one solar speed radar sign with Street Smart Data option.  AYES: Neitzel, Murtha, Craney.  NAYS: Herzog.  Motion carried.  

Agenda Item 7.  Council continued discussions about the city possibly acquiring the SSAP soccer complex. Neitzel and Gottsch reported that they met with Kurt Schanou and Larry Vacek with SSAP and Craig Scriven, Vice-President of USSSA and Nebraska Multisport, on November 9 to continue discussions regarding the operation and maintenance of the soccer complex.  Schanou and Vacek said they would discuss this possibility with their board to see which direction they want to go and what the next steps might be.  They are also going to speak with Scriven in more detail about the potential involvement of Nebraska Multisport.  They will get back to city staff with an update after those conversations.

Agenda Item 8.  Mayor Roseland issued a proclamation to celebrate and honor Connie Manzer’s retirement for her 21 years of service to the Springfield Memorial Library.  Motion by Herzog, seconded by Neitzel, to approve a proclamation in honor of Connie Manzer, Former Library Director of Springfield Memorial Library, for her many years of service and dedication to the community.  AYES: Neitzel, Herzog, Murtha, Craney.  NAYS: None.  Motion carried.

Department Reports
Agenda Item 1.  Neitzel reported that Heath Shemek, Sewer/Water Operator, is able to stop chlorinating the city’s water system, so the water should be back to normal.  The sewer agency’s contractor damaged the city’s fire hydrant near Main Street and Hwy 50 while they were using it for sewer main boring.  The contractor will fix the hydrant as necessary.  A cable installer also hit the city’s storm sewer at 1st and Main Streets, but staff was able to repair it quickly.
Agenda Item 2.  Herzog reported that the Community Building continues to be busy.  The library had a retirement celebration for Connie Manzer this past Sunday, November 13, 2022, with a great turnout by the community.  The library book sale is still going on, and winter reading programs are starting up.
Agenda Item 3.  Murtha reported that the communication boards are in but will not be put up until spring.  The water has been shut off at both City and Buffalo Parks.  The Parks Department installed the basketball hoops at City Park, and they look great.  Also, the new swings for City Park are in and the new whale spring rider should be in soon, so they will be installed in the spring when the weather warms up.
Agenda Item 4.  Craney reported that the street department got all cold patching done. The hot tar machine is being checked out to see why it is not working correctly. Bryan Cherry, Street Commissioner, is obtaining bids for a screed machine and is researching whether to get a manual or hydraulic one.  A hydraulic machine would be less wear and tear on maintenance staff.
Agenda Item 5.  Mayor Roseland reported that he has a Sewer Agency meeting tomorrow.  He also reported that he brought some residents from the assisted living facility he works at on a tour of Springfield last week and told them the history of Springfield. He reported that he made a stop at the city maintenance shop to catch up with maintenance staff and see the new truck.  He said the truck and plow attachment are very nice and were much needed.
Agenda Item 6.  Kathleen Gottsch, City Administrator, reported that the Making Spirits Bright soup supper, parade and tree lighting is coming up on Monday, November 21, 2022.  Council Members are invited to walk in the parade or ride on the float if they wish.  A rezone application is coming up in January 2023 for the old elementary school, bank and library.
