Signing of the Year-End Certification of City Street Superintendent 2024

BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Springfield, Nebraska, as follows:


WHEREAS, State of Nebraska Statutes, sections §39-2302, and §39-2511 through §39-2515 details the requirements that must be met in order for a municipality to qualify for an annual Incentive Payment; and


WHEREAS, the State of Nebraska Department of Transportation (NDOT) requires that each incorporated municipality must annually certify (by December 31st of each year) the appointment(s) of the City Street Superintendent(s) to the NDOT using the Year-End Certification of City Street Superintendent form; and


WHEREAS, the NDOT requires that each certification shall also include a copy of the documentation of the city street superintendent’s appointment, i.e., meeting minutes; showing the appointment of the City Street Superintendent by their name as it appears on their License (if applicable), their License Number (if applicable), and Class of License (if applicable), and type of appointment, i.e., employed, contract (consultant, or interlocal agreement with another incorporated municipality and/or county), and the beginning date of the appointment; and


WHEREAS, the NDOT also requires that such Year-End Certification of City Street Superintendent form shall be signed by the Mayor or Village Board Chairperson and shall include a copy a resolution of the governing body authorizing the signing of the Year-End Certification of City Street Superintendent form by the Mayor or Village Board Chairperson.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by that the Mayor of the City of Springfield is hereby authorized to sign the attached Year-End Certification of City Street Superintendent completed form(s).

Sale of City Property – John Deere 1445 Series Riding Lawn Mower with 5’ Snow Blade

BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Springfield, Nebraska as follows:

WHEREAS, the City of Springfield, Nebraska is the owner of a John Deere 1445 Series Riding Lawn Mower with 5’ Snow Blade; and


WHEREAS, on September 3, 2024, the Springfield City Council approved Resolution 2024-20 directing the sale of the mower, in “as is” condition, to the highest bidder, requiring a minimum sale price of $3,500, which bids would be accepted at an in-person and online auction on Saturday, October 26, 2024, beginning at 9:00 a.m. at the Sarpy County Fairgrounds, 100 Main Street and 14302 Pflug Road, Springfield, Nebraska; and


WHEREAS, the highest bidder at the auction offered $3,000 for the mower, $500 less than the minimum amount set by the Council; and


WHEREAS, since the highest bidder did not meet the minimum reserve amount, the City Council can either accept the $3,000 bid or list the mower for sale at a future auction.
